For Terms 1 and 2, the teacher enters a percentage mark that reflects
the knowledge and competencies that a student has acquired during
the term (tests, assignments, projects, etc.).

In the case of English Language Arts, Mathematics and French,
Second Language, a Subject Mark is calculated on the basis of the
weightings assigned to the subject-specific competencies established
by MEQ (see subject table on the first page).
